
Music store representatives will be available to discuss leasing or purchasing options for an instrument at this time.
If you already own an instrument, they can evaluate it to see if it’s in need of maintenance or repair. All other band
needs (supplies listed below) can be purchased at this time as well. We also ask that students sign an agreement
form committing them to the 5th grade band for one year. These forms are due back no later than Friday, Sept. 6th,
as this is how we build our initial attendance roster. We will begin playing in class on September 3rd.

You are welcome to purchase/rent an instrument from any of Wichita’s local music shops.  Please use extreme
caution when purchasing an instrument from anyone other than an authorized music store or dealer. This will
ensure a quality instrument, as well as maintenance and repair services that will benefit the student and help ensure
their overall success. Please refrain from obtaining an instrument until students have had the chance to try them
out. This helps them decide where their natural aptitudes lie, as well as gives us a chance to look at instrumentation.
